- Business professionals should, 

use your domain name as your 

e-mail address, for example: 

name@mydomain.com

ÅFree E-Mail

- Free e-mail provided by MSN Hotmail, Google g-

mail, etc.

- A ñHotmailò address is suitable for family and 

personal use.

- The service providerôs promotional information 

will appear at the bottom of every e-mail you send.
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Register a Domain Name

ÅDomain Name Registrar

- Network Solutions, GoDaddy, Register.com, etc.

- Detailed instructions are provided on the main 
page.

- Yearly registration is from $9 - $34/yr, with 
discounts for multiple year registrations.

- You will need to provide a credit card to secure the 
domain name.

- The contact information you use when registering 
will be the permanent record with the Registrar.  
You will be given a User Name and Password to 
access your account.
